Dear Knights and Ladies, In
the month of May, the Church
remembers the Mother of God,

who is a model of discipleship
for men and women of all
times.

As knights and ladies,
we can pray the Holy Rosary,
which is an indulgenced
prayer, for Our Lady's
intentions: world peace, the
needs of the Holy Father,
repentance and conversion for
sinners, for families, for priests
and religious, for life, and for
vocations. | feel confident that
by so doing, our prayers will
become expansive and loving.

Pro-life Views

Some good news.

A recent Pew poll revealed that there
is a sharp decline in support for legal
abortion. Support overall for abortion
is down 8% (from 54% to 46%) with
the greatest decline in men and
women above 50. Support among
men and women aged 18-49 was
down 5%. Among Catholics it was
down only 2% (from 49% to 47%) and
among Protestants it was down 11%
(from 49% to 38%). Ask yourself:
Are we, as Knights, doing all we can
do to persuade our fellow Catholics

do speak up to defend the unborn
child who is alive and growing in his
mother's womb?? Also, on a recent
Oprah show with Michael J. Fox and
Dr. Mehmet Oz appearing with Oprah
to discuss stem cell research and
how Parkinson's WILL be cured in
our life-time, Dr. Oz stated: "I think,
Oprah, the stem cell debate is dead".
He went on to explain how embryonic
stem cells can develop into most any
type of cell, including cancer cells,
and that embryonic stem cells are
very often rejected by a person. That
the cure may be worse than the
disease is a very real reason why
there has not been one, positive
advancement with embryonic stem
cell research in twenty-five years.
Over seventy diseases are currently
being treated successfully with adult
stem cells. He then went on to
explain that IPS (induced pluripotent
stem) cells are the reason for his, and
other noted researchers', optimism.
Taking Michael Fox's hand Dr. Oz
said: "Here's what the deal is. | take
a little bit of your skin, take those
cells, get them back in time (into
becoming IPS cells) so that they are
like they were when you were first
made and then they will start to make
the dopamine (what is needed to cure
Parkinson's); and | think those cells,
because they won't be as prone to
cancer, and because they are YOUR
genes, will be the ones that are
ultimately used to cure Parkinson's"
(since they will not be rejected by
your body).
