This
year, from August 6-8 in Phoenix, the
Knights of Columbus will hold the first
International Marian Congress
devoted to Our Lady of Guadalupe.

In my humble opinion Our Lady of
Guadalupe is one of the most pro-life
messages that Our Blessed Mother
has given to us. If you don’t know the
story read the article. Briefly stated,
between December 9-12, 1531 the
Virgin Mary appears as pregnant,
which emphasizes that it was a real
encounter with God Himself, whom
she bears in her womb. In an effort
to convince the bishop of the need for
a church to be built St. Juan Diego
(canonized on July 31, 2002 ) brought
a bouquet of flowers from the wintery,
barren hilltop in his tilma (cloak) to
the bishop. When he opened his
tilma, in addition to the flowers, the
tilma had imprinted on it a miraculous
sign of the Virgin Mother in a
pregnant state. This message is so
important to the Knights that the
Order was dedicated to Our Lady of
Guadalupe when Carl Anderson was
installed as Supreme Knight in 2000
at the basilica in Mexico City. As Carl
Anderson has stated we, as Knights,
must continue to work for the dignity
of every human person — born and
unborn, young and old, regardless of
race or creed.
