Pro-life Views

Now more than ever as Knights we
must take a stand for life: both in the
womb and at the end of life. A
resolution was just passed at the
annual conference of the Knights of
Columbus which encourages all of to
do this. Our congress is moving
ahead in a frenzied rush to pass a
health care bill that would reform the
health care policies in the country.
There are several bills going through
congress, one is Senator Kennedy's
bill, one is H.R. 3200. Both are
massive in their undertaking. Both
will permit abortion on demand and
both will pay for abortions with our
money. Some think that, because
none of the language in either of the
bills talks about abortion, the bills do
not allow it. Nothing is farther from
the truth. Roe v. Wade for the last 36
years has been the law of the land.
Because abortion is the law of the
land and because these proposed
health care bills will become the law
of the land, if we permit our
legislators to vote one of them in, it
will authorize the performance and
payment of abortions. When
Medicaid became the law of the land

abortion was permitted by law.
However a wise old man and many
other men, who seem to have had
more wisdom than congressmen and
senators have today, authored the
Hyde Amendment which prevented
our government from paying for
abortions under Medicaid. In three
House committees and in the Senate
committees, pro-abortion committee
chairmen and majorities voted down
amendments mentioning abortion in
order to keep any mention out of the
“public plan”. By not mentioning
abortion the “public plan” will require
our government to pay for all elective
abortions because Roe v. Wade is
the law of the land. As a side note
the proposed health care bills will
require doctors, nurses and other
health care providers to perform or
help perform abortions. This is
certainly not Catholic. Also the elderly
will be invited to voluntarily consult
with health care providers (under the
proposals government employees will
be health care providers) about
“options” for their health. When the
costs of these health care plans are
projected to go into the trillions of
dollars and both Obama and those in
charge of congress say that they will
cut costs of health care what do you
think those “options” will be? How
can any rational person say that it
can increase the availability of health
care to over 45 million people and
also cut costs?? The math does not
add up! Do you think these
consultants may suggest that you are
not worth the investment? Health
care may need reform but let's make
sure it is “real reform”, not just a
massive take over by the
government. Most Americans like the
health care they are getting today.
Let’s help all citizens of this country,
who cannot afford to pay for health
care, get health care but let’s not do it
at the expense of others. Call your
representative and let him/her know
how you feel on this subject.
