Chaplain’s Report

Labor Day has come around
again, and represents the traditional
end of the summer vacation season.
It is time to gear up for an already
active fraternal year. There are so
many ways for a knight to be involved
in the educational, social, and service
activities of our Council.
Educationally, every Knight should
recommit himself to studying our
Faith. There are numerous mini-
courses offered by the Annunciation
Adult Spirituality Department during
the year. Some are in Scripture;
others study church history, papal
encyclicals, or Catholic social
teaching (justice and peace issues).
The lessons of the scriptures this
month, particularly the Sunday
gospels, are timely. Two of them
involve fraternal correction and
forgiveness. The former is a reminder
that we must love truth and
goodness, opposing evil in all its
forms. If we see evil habits being
practiced, whether by a family
member, a working colleague, or by a
fellow knight - we are expected by the




Lord to confront that person. If we
remain silent, we accept or ratify that
evil, and we will be held accountable
for it. The "catch” to all of that is the
manner in which fraternal correction
is to be done. It is never a busy-body
exercise, but rather a loving
exchange of views, in private, and
with humility and respect. We may be
rejected. However, we have done our
duty when we speak the truth to
someone in love. The other Gospel
lesson to consider this month is the
importance of practicing forgiveness -
receiving it regularly, perhaps in the
Sacrament of Penance - and
dispensing it to others who have
offended us. Since God's mercy is
unlimited in this life, so must ours be
generous. Sometimes we need to ask
God for the graces to let go and to
forgive, or it may be too difficult for
us. Forgiveness takes time, and is a
process. God merely asks that we try
our best, asking His help.
