Chaplain’s Report

The challenges to peace in our
world underscore the plea of
our Blessed Mother to pray
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constantly for the conversion of
souls. She has reminded us
that her Son can touch the
hardest of hearts, and certainly
we pray that He will do so.
Historically, we know that
prayers for conversion are
effective, as in the overthrow of
communism in the former
Soviet Union. Our Lord taught
us the perfect prayer, the Our
Father, which is contained in a
very special devotion to which
the month of October is
dedicated — the Holy Rosary.
When each of us became
knights, we received a rosary,
and instructions for its use.
Some may say, "Well, | know
the Rosary is a wonderful
devotion, but it's so repetitive.”
And, to be sure, the Rosary
does have prayers that are
repeated, but if one meditates
upon each mystery, and
spreads the decades
throughout the day, it becomes
a refreshing encounter with
Our Lord and His mother.

One can easily pray a decade
of the Rosary while waiting in
our famous Central Florida
traffic, or during a coffee break
at work. In fact, with the level
of conversations in some
workplaces, a quiet retreat for




a few minutes of prayer would
be preferable. The prayers of
the Rosary may be said vocally
or silently, but are intended to
lead us to contemplation. The
Second Vatican Council, in the
Constitution on the Sacred
Liturgy, reminds us that our
devotions "should be in accord
with the sacred liturgy... in
some way be derived from it,
and lead the people to it."
(n.13) The Rosary does this
because it is in harmony with
the liturgical seasons and
feasts; it recalls the great
mysteries, and so "is rightly
honored ...in the Church."
(Lumen Gentium, n.66) On
October 7" of each year, the
Church celebrates the feast of
"Our Lady of the Rosary," and |
would encourage all knights
and ladies to attend mass.
This memorial gives such
honor to Mary, and
acknowledges her mediating
role in and association with the
Incarnation, the Passion and
the glorious Resurrection of
Jesus, the Son of God. The
Rosary celebrates not only the
great mysteries of Our Lady,
but also the paschal mysteries
of Jesus, on which our Faith is
built. Pope Paul VI called the
Rosary "the prayer so pleasing
to Our Lady." It has been
called too, "an efficacious
method of spiritual elevation.”
Pope John Paul Il called it "a
very excellent means of prayer
and mediation," and has often
urged us to pray the Rosary
daily, calling it one of his
favorite prayers. In fact, our
late Holy Father prayed all
twenty decades (including the
new Luminous Mysteries of
Our Lord's public life) every

day. Pope Benedict XVI has a
similar love for the Rosary. In
the concluding prayer for the
Rosary we ask "that,
meditating upon these sacred
mysteries, we may imitate what
they contain and obtain what
they promise.” Pray that
Rosary daily, and pray it with
love for Our Lady and for her
Son, Our Lord Jesus Christ.

Pro-life Views

H.R. 3200, Canadian Health
Care, the Veterans’ hospitals
and Medicare: what do the
four of these have in
common?? Various forms of
H.R. 3200 are working their
ways through Congress. So
far every clause, sponsored by
a Republican and presented to
various congressional
committees, that would prohibit
the US Government from
paying directly or indirectly for
elective abortions, has been
rejected by that house
committee. The Hyde
Amendment will soon be
scuttled. All efforts to allow a
doctor, nurse or volunteer to
refrain from participating in an
abortion have also been
rejected by all congressional
committees. In essence our
CONGRESS HAS REJECTED
ALL PRO-LIFE CLAUSES that
have been submitted in spite of
the president’s stated intention
at Notre Dame to have
dialogue with the pro-life
community. In a report from
the Society of Obstetricians



and Gynecologists of Canada
only 39.4% of Canadian
ob/gyns will perform abortions,
down from 51% in 1991. The
same is also happening in the
United States. The long
waiting periods before a
Canadian can see a doctor, get
an MRI or have treatment for a
variety of ills are also well
documented. Last week | had a
conversation with two veterans:
one from the '91 Iraq war and
the other from the current Iraq
war. The vet from the '91 war,
who does not have any fingers
and who is confined to get
around in a wheel chair, has
been trying to get an
appointment at the local
Veterans’ hospital for over two

months, without success. The
one from the current war gets
an appointment whenever he

wants. Medicare is running out

of money as you read this
article. Congressmen and
senators have their own
medical system which is
separate from the one they
plan for us and they will
continue to use their current
system. Do you think our
congressmen will legislate that
you and | pay for someone

else’s abortion?? Do you think

that our congressmen are
worried that doctors, nurses

and volunteers will not assist at

abortions in the United States
unless they are mandated to
do so0?? Do you think our

congressmen are worried that
there will not be enough
doctors graduating from
medical schools who will
voluntarily do abortions?? Do
you think that our congressmen
will ration dollars once a single
payer care system is in place,
as it now does for our older
veterans?? Do you think our
congressmen care if the elderly
will receive care under a single
payer system??
