On October 6 Prof. Mary Ann 
Glendon received the National 
Right to Life Educational Trust 
Fund’s “Proudly Pro-Life 
Award”.  Prof. Glendon is a 
most distinguished lady who 
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has been named as one of the 
“Fifty Most Influential Women 
Lawyers in America,” is the 
Learned Hand Professor of 
Law at Harvard University, was 
the Ambassador to the Holy 
See during George W. Bush’s 
term and also traveled to China 
as head of the Holy See’s 
delegation to the United 
Nations Women’s 
Conference.   There are many 
other awards that the great 
lady has received but she is 
best known for the award that 
she refused:  the University of 
Notre Dame’s “Laetare Medal” 
which the once great school 
was to give her earlier this 
year. Prof. Glendon refused to 
accept the Laetare Medal 
because, at the same 
commencement ceremony, 
Notre Dame presented 

President Barack Obama with 
an honorary degree and it 
seemed that Notre Dame was 
trying to balance the pro-
abortion Obama with a very 
pro-life person.  She refused to 
take part in the charade.  In his 
talk Obama promised to try to 
bring both sides closer together 
but, at this point, no positive 
movement has been made by 
the administration.  I would like 
to repeat a few lines from Prof 
Glendon’s acceptance speech 
at the National Right to Life 
dinner in New York City:  
“Unlike the movement that calls 
itself “pro-choice,” the pro-life 
movement has thought deeply 
about choice.  We know that 
choices make us into a certain 
kind of person; and we know 
that collective choices make us 
into certain kind of society. We, 

as Knights of Columbus, must 
become that certain “kind of 
person” where our society will 
become that “certain kind of 
society.”  At this writing 58% of 
the population say that they are 
opposed to the government 
providing abortion services 
(source: Public Opinion 
Strategies 9/1/09) and 67% 
oppose the government paying 
for abortion coverage (source: 
International Communications 
Research 9/20/09).  That’s 
good news but we need to 
make sure that our 
congressmen, senators and 
Federal Government know that 
we, as a society, are choosing 
life.  Americans, as a society, 
are pro-life.  Make sure your 
congressman and senator 
know this.
