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Chaplain’s Report

As | “pen” these lines, it is a few days
before Christmas. As we anticipate
the Savior’s rebirth in our hearts, we
are reminded that the Infant Jesus,
like all of us, gradually grew in
wisdom and grace before God and
man. He did not remain an infant all
his life. There was a growth process,
and we too must grow in our Faith
through knowledge and service. The
month of January contains several
wonderful feasts, including the
Solemnity of Mary the Mother of God,
the Epiphany (the showing forth of
the Savior to the world), and the
Baptism of the Lord. Just as the
wise men brought the very best gifts
they had to the baby Jesus,
recognizing his three-fold role as
priest, prophet, and king; so we have
received princely gifts at our Baptism
— the seven fold gifts of the Holy
Spirit. What gift or gifts did you give to
Jesus this year? As the late radio
commentator Paul Harvey often
observed, "Really, it's His birthday —
not ours."

Field Agent’'s Report

Having been burned by two
stock market crashes this
decade, the question on
insurers’ minds is if investors
are ready to give whole life
insurance more consideration
as an asset class in their
portfolios. Richard M. Weber,
president of ethical edge
insurance solutions, said that
based on his recent research,
the answer is a qualified yes.
Whole life insurance is for
people with resources and a
need for lifetime coverage. He
said at a recent media forum
sponsored by the Guardian Life
Insurance Company of
America. He suggested that
including whole life in the fixed
income part of a portfolio not
only increases the overall
return, but also dampens
volatility. However, the strategy
must be long-term, he added.
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The guarantees of whole life
make this possible, according
to Deanna Mulligan, Guardians
executive vice president. As
long as scheduled premiums
are paid and there are no loans
or withdrawals, the issuing
company guarantees that the
policy cash value will grow and
never drop. Cash values are
based on the guaranteed
mortality rate, the guaranteed
interest rate and the
guaranteed expense factor,
she said. Policy holders can
access the cash value on 3 tax
favored basis, but doing so
would impair the use of whole
life as part of the investment
portfolio, as Weber suggested.
Weber said a whole life policy
helps a portfolio not only due to
the guarantees, but because it
is not correlated to investment
markets and thus adds
diversification. For example, an
investor may include high
grade bonds and reinvest
dividends. But in his study,
Weber found that using the
dividends to pay the premiums
on a whole life policy is likely to
increase the total return of the
fixed income part of the
portfolio with less risk.
Addressing the long-debated
issue of weather whole life
insurance is better then buying
term and investing the
difference, Weber said that up
to about 25 years, term
insurance is cheaper than
whole life, but that it becomes
very expensive as insured
enter their golden years. He
estimates that people would
have to earn close to 10%
annually on their invest-the-
difference assets to have
enough money to continue



buying term insurance in their
older years. Robert Baranoff,
senior vice president of
Member Benefits at LIMRA,
said that term insurance and
whole life fared best among life
products during the first half of
this year.

Pro-life Views

According to Supreme Grand Knight
Carl A. Anderson we are living in
troubled times. So called Catholic
politicians argue that they may be
“personally opposed” to unjust
policies, such as abortion, but will not
force their “personal opinions” on the
public but these same politicians
have no problem forcing new unjust
laws upon practicing Catholics: i.e.
laws that will require the government
to fund abortions; laws that will
require doctors, nurses and other
health care officials to do something
that is against their consciences. | am
not asking for the removal of Roe vs.
Wade. | am only asking that the
government not require you or | to do

something against our consciences.
Where is the voice of the people?
Why isn't it being heard? Other
problems are also evident. The
administration has spent untold hours
meeting with members of Planned
Parenthood in designing parts of the
new Health Care bill: H B #3400 to
include programs in which the federal
government would fund clinics in or
near the nation’s schools. The
administration of these clinics will not
rest with the school nurse or anyone
who answers to the school
administration or parents. Under
Section 3997, ‘the SBHC sponsoring
facility assumes all responsibility for
the SBHC administration, operations,
and oversight.” Decoded that means
organizations, such as Planned
Parenthood, will run these clinics
where topics such as how to have
sex, how to have safe sex, how to
have oral sex, how to have sex with
the same sex, when to have an
abortion, etc. would be taught, all with
our money. Why no outcry from
parents and grandparents? In
Houston, TX Planned Parenthood is
renovating a former bank building,
turning it into a six story, 78,000
square foot facility that will include a
surgical wing equipped to provide
late-term abortions. Our government
gives over $300 million of tax payer
funds to Planned Parenthood each
year. This is how they spend our
money. Where is the outrage? Call
your friends in Texas and ask them to
participate in public prayer sessions
and non-violent protests that are
taking place there. The new Health
Care bill will take away the doctor-
patient privilege of privacy which
allows the patient and doctor to
choose the right medical procedure.
A government employee will tell the
doctor what the permitted

procedure(s) can be. We will not be
able to pay the doctor with our own
money to do a different procedure
even if the doctor tells us it will help
us get better. The doctor will only be
able to choose from a list of
procedures the government has
mandated. This will be done in order
to keep costs down (sound like
euthanasia??). All of this is being
done without our approval and
knowledge. Public television asks the
Congress to let it televise the debate
on how to provide a quality health
care bill and the head of congress flat
out denies the request. What
happened to our right to tell congress
and the administration what we want
in our laws? Aren’t they elected by
us? Don't they work for us? This
year your social security
reimbursement will not include a cost
of living increase. In addition our Part
2 payment for Medicare will increase
in 2010 so our total take from SS will
go down.

The Knights of today may not be here
for many more years so these
changes will not impact us to a great
deal but our children and grand
children deserve a better world in
which to live.

When | went for my first degree in Apopka, Tom Murphy was the Grand Knight of Annunciation
Council. Tom was present that night and, shortly thereafter, as | went through the second and third
degrees, Tom was there as well. As | became active in the Knights, Tom Murphy was always there
working along side of his fellow Knights. This was especially true for the Fish Fries and the parish Fall
Festvals. Tom managed the German booth from start to finish. | would work in the German booth
because Tom was there and would make things go smoothly. One year, it was he and | on a sunny
afternoon. He served the knockwursts and the sausages while | grilled pound after pound of the
meats. It was especially busy that day and | had to work fast just to keep up. Tom made sure that the
meats were fully cooked while not burned. Jokingly, | complained to him that he nearly worked me to
death. In those days when the Pinta Log was printed and mailed, | would submit articles to Bob
Morrison, God rest his soul, for inclusion in the Log. Bob would insert my articles if there was room. |
wrote one story about attending an open meeting of Alcoholics Anonymous while on a trip to my
native Brooklyn. The purpose of my attending this Wednesday night meeting was to meet a high
school friend with whom | had lost contact. Unfortunately, my friend never came, but the meeting was
very informative. | wrote about the meeting in the Pinta Log. | tried to make clear that | was at the
meeting to reconnect with a friend and not for any other reason. Well, Tom saw me drinking a beer at
the festival and was troubled about it. He thought that | was prone to alcoholism and was threading
on dangerous ground. He spoke to me of his concerns. | reassured him that the beer would do no
harm. | was quite impressed by Tom’s concern for me. This is the way he was. When they were
getting ready to tear the old church down, our council moved over to St. Mary Magdelin Parish where
we thrived for some years. Finally, we were invited back to Annunciation Parish to form a new
council. Leading the charge was Tom Murphy. While most of the Annunciation Knights returned to
Annunciation, | remained at St. Mary Magdalen for a few more years although | attended Mass at
Annunciation. Every time | ran into Tom, be it at church or in Albertson’s, he would ask me, “When
are you coming back?” Finally, | did come back much to the credit of Tom and his exhortations to
come back where | belonged. Thanks, Tom. Tom always reminded me of the Knights of Columbus
and the Knights of Columbus always reminded me of Tom. He most certainly had an impact on many
of our lives. | know quite well that Tom will be missed. | know, too, that he won’t be forgotten.
