Field Agent’'s Report

The Order increased the issue age on
our life insurance program to allow
members and their wives to purchase
single premium whole life insurance
up to age 80. (Issue ages are from 0
to 80.) Many Brother Knights and
their wives are looking for ways to
leverage their investments into a
program that will provide tax free
death benefits upon their death.
They want to leave as much as
possible to their surviving spouse or
children and grandchildren. Members
and wives who transfer money into a

single premium whole life policy from
an annuity can do several things: 1)
They can continue to earn attractive
interest on a tax-deferred basis. 2)
They can increase the death benefit
to their loved ones with the single
premium whole life policy. 3) The
benefit can be paid out tax-free as a
death benefit to their loved ones. For
example: A 75 year old male non
tobacco user purchases a single
premium whole life policy with a one
time premium the death benefit
immediately become. This planis a
participating permanent paid-up plan
of life insurance for which cash
values are immediate and dividends
are payable at the end of the first
contract year. Just one payment

purchases a paid-up life policy. There
are no policy fees associated with this

plan. Loans are allowed on these
plans. The loan interest rate is
variable. Please call me to arrange a
mutually convenient time for us to
meet for me to explain these and
other benefits to you.

Pro-life Views

A dedicated pro-life couple has
retired. Jerry and Marilynn Chase,
sometimes referred to as the
“dynamic duo”, saved over 500
babies during the time they ran the

Pro-Life Action Ministries in the
Orlando area. Anyone who has
prayed the rosary at one of the local
abortion mills in this area would
recognize these two warriors. Jerry's
first position was as Director of
Development in the St. Paul,
Minnesota office. He then took on
the position of Ministry Expansion
and accepted the job of managing the
new Orlando office on a “temporary”
basis. Jerry and/or his wife would
approach a woman who was entering
one of the local abortion mills and talk
to her in a non-confrontational tone,
telling her that Jesus would not like
her to abort her child. Often times he
was not successful but Jerry and
Marilynn are persistent people who
do not like to accept the word “no”
when talking about life in the womb.
During the nine years that he and his
wife served the pro-life movement in
Orlando he helped to save over 500
babies. He leaves behind a high
standard of excellence for someone
to pick up. We will miss Jerry and
Marilynn. Good luck and God be with
both of you in retirement. On a
different issue the governor of our
state recently vetoed a bill that would
have given women who are planning
to have an abortion the opportunity of
having a sonogram done. This law
was in no way meant to be
confrontational to the woman. It was
intended to enable her to see for
herself what is happening in her
body. Most would call it “informed
consent”. If she did not want to have
the sonogram done she was able to
say no.
